Eligibility Criteria 

 Be a current member of NZOIA 

 Be employed in the outdoor industry 

 Financial assistance needed to be able to attend 
And must meet at least one of the following diversity criteria: 

 Be Female; and/or 

 Be Māori, Pacific Islander or Asian. 
 
To apply for the scholarship, submit a letter of application outlining your eligibility and why you 
would like to attend the Symposium. Please also include a letter of endorsement from another 
NZOIA member. 
 
Post the Symposium, applicants are required to write a letter to NZOIA outlining what they got 
out of the Symposium and how they will apply their learning in the workplace. 
 
Applications must be emailed to symposium@nzoia.org.nz no later than 31 May 2022. 
Applicants will be informed by the 15 June 2022 of the outcome. 
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
